Inquiry, Mastery & Transference.

The University Lake School approach embraces education needed for a changing world — learning through inquiry,

mastery of content, and transference of this deep understanding to new settings and challenges. ULS creates

engaged and passionate learners — all with the goal of helping to shape individuals who believe in themselves and

will be ready for the 21st century.

To accomplish this goal ULS has evolved an educational program which balances our current successful traditional
academics (reading, writing and mathematics) with innovation and authentic learning experiences to achieve the
goal of deep understanding — not mere recall. Authentic learning focuses on real-world, complex problems and their

solutions, using role playing exercises, problem-based activities, case studies, and participation in virtual communities

of practice.

Below are examples of how this depth of learning is accomplished throughout the school as students of
all ages learn about the great blue herons that nest on our campus.

ULS
PK-2

Inquiry

PK discovered the great blue
heron rookery during a hike.
They were especially
interested in how the

nests were built.

Mastery

The children create a life-
sized heron nest using twigs
made of paper and paper
mache eggs in the classroom,
even arranging the twigs
using their mouths as they
had observed the herons do.

Transference

The children escort their
parents on a hike to the
rookery with sketch pads in
hand. Children share their
research on the nesting habits
of the herons.

3-7

8-12

Students have observed the
state of the forest in the area
of the rookery, with numerous
lost trees. They are studying
the effects of blue heron
nesting on the surrounding
forest to determine a plan

of action for managing

the forest.

Environmental science
students research available
data on the nesting habits of
the blue heron in Southeastern
Wisconsin for comparison
with ULS data.

Students map perimeter of
the forest using the follow-
ing skills: Compass and ruler
technique to label individual
trees species; identification
and health assessment;
girth measurements to
approximate age; longitu-
dinal observation to track
changes in individual trees.

Environmental science
students complete a more
complex mapping of the
interior of the rookery. Students
chart location and size of
individual nests and the
condition of trees in closest
proximity to the rookery. AP
students will lay out the data
on a grid and superimpose
on an aerial map.

Data collected by student
groups compiled and
developed as a presentation
for the board of directors of
the school.

Data collected by student
groups compiled and
developed for integration
with our school’s forest
management plan with
included recommendations
for the school community.
